
 

Sample Will Language for Catholic Masses 

1) “I, your name, request that Gregorian Masses (A series of thirty consecutive Masses) 
be offered for the repose of my soul after my death.  I direct that the sum of 
$(Amount) be allocated to the Legionaries of Christ, 10 Mansell Court E, Suite 100, 
Roswell, GA 30076 (tax ID 06-1500-606), who is able and willing to fulfill this 
request.  In addition, I request that______ individual Masses be said for the souls of 
my deceased family members and the souls in purgatory. I make this request in the 
spirit of my Catholic faith, as a continuation of my love for the Holy sacrifice of the 
Mass and the teachings of the Catholic Church.”
